This seminar is part of a series provided by FACE, the Forum for the Advancement of Continuing Education that explores a variety of topics of intrinsic interest to all those involved in lifelong learning and widening participation whether as policy maker, researcher, or practitioner.

WORKING WITH REFUGEES

This seminar will provide an opportunity to focus on the widening participation agenda and its relevance to refugees and asylum seekers and explore the implications for curriculum and service provision.

Key Speakers:

Harinder Lawley, is Head of Access Development, London Metropolitan University, where she has strategic responsibility for academic and collaborative partnerships, widening participation, continuing education and lifelong learning. 

She is an academic practitioner and researcher with direct experience of teaching in schools, further and higher education. 

Harinder has contributed to national policy development through membership of key committees such as HEFCE’s EQUALL and various post-16 advisory groups. She was awarded an OBE for services to HE in 2003.

Harinder will consider how and where Refugees and Asylum seekers ‘fit’ in the national widening participation policy context and offer an insight into the range of integration and implementation issues at an institutional level. This will be supported by an overview of the Refugee Advice and Guidance Unit (RAGU) based at the University and a discussion on how to move forward.

Deng Yai, is the National Policy and Development Adviser (Employment, Training and Adult Education), with the Refugee Council. He has been working for the Council since November 1996 in various capacities. He currently represents the Council on a number of national task groups including: EQUAL Thematic Networking Group (TNG) for Asylum Seekers; National Connexions Voluntary Sector Forum; Refugee Doctor Liaison Group; Refugee Dentists Steering Group; Refugee Teachers Steering Group and Refugee Nurses Task Force. He is a trustee and a volunteer football coach of SCORE a refugee community project. 

He is also a refugee, a poet and a human rights activist.

Deng will talk about widening the participation of asylum seekers and refugees in lifelong learning, analysing the barriers to further education, training and employment. He will also identify the impact of recent government legislation and initiatives and suggest effective strategies and models of good practice

Cloud Bai Yun, is Head of the Qualifications Advisory Service of the National Academic Recognition Information Centre for the UK (NARIC). The UK NARIC serves as the official source of information and advice on the comparability of international qualifications from over 180 countries with United Kingdom qualifications.  This information service is widely used by UK academic institutions, employers, professional bodies and government departments.   

Cloud is a member of the Advisory Board for the European Information Network for Vocational Qualifications, a member of the Steering Group for the Prime Minister’s Initiative in the UK and a member of the City & Guilds Assessment Policy Committee.

Having studied both in mainland China and Russia during her pursuit of a Bachelor and Master’s degree, Cloud gained a doctorate in Cultural Studies in 1996 at Leeds University. 

Cloud has made a significant contribution to the promotion and recognition of qualifications and transferable skills in the UK through her expertise and knowledge of international qualifications and education and training systems. 

Cloud will speak of the implications of the Pan-London migrant skills audit project, which was piloted in 2003. This will have significant impact on the recognition of existing qualifications and access to UK recognised qualification for refugees and migrant workers.

Chair:
Maree Walker, FACE Treasurer, is Chief Executive, London Open College Network. LOCN is licensed by both the National Open College Network, an approved awarding body, and QAA as an authorised Access Validating Agency. LOCN registers in the region of 5000 learners per year on Access to Higher Education programmes operating in its member FE colleges and adult and community learning organisations.

Having been born and educated in Australia, Maree taught in both secondary schools and adult education centres before moving to the UK in 1985.
