This seminar is part of a series provided by FACE, the Forum for the Advancement of Continuing Education that explores a variety of topics of intrinsic interest to all those involved in lifelong learning and widening participation whether as policy maker, researcher, or practitioner.

THE USE OF DATA IN 

WIDENING PARTICIPATION

This seminar will provide information on key aspects of the use of data by both HEFCE and UCAS to support WP in HE and FE.

Key Speakers:

Jill  Johnson is currently the Head of the Outreach Department at UCAS. She has responsibility for data collection in relation to courses and HE institutional information, the analysis of applicant information and liaison with universities and colleges on matters relating to HE, including widening participation, information, advice and guidance.

UCAS provides management statistics to each member institution annually and offers a further service which tailors the presentation of statistics for specific purposes. 

The increasing use of electronic methods of application and transfer of data to member institutions will facilitate the provision of  more data in the future.  For widening participation purposes, this will assist even further.

Jill’s session will provide additional information on all of the above.

Mark Corver joined the Analytical Services Group within the HEFCE in 1995 and started work on participation almost straight away, publishing a report on using geodemographics to measure HE participation in 1997. He then spent some time creating the data 

framework that produces the HEFCE Access 

and Progression Performance Indicators. 

More recently he has returned to participation and substantially improved the method for estimating the population and counting the entrants. 

The first visible output from this work is POLAR (www.hefce.ac.uk/polar) a series of maps showing the participation of young people in higher education for local areas down to the level of ward. Initially POLAR is only being made available to people in HEIs and FEIs working on widening participation. Access details to POLAR for seminar attendees will be provided.

In his talk Mark will cover how POLAR measures participation and what it shows about local participation patterns. These results will be explored in the context of national trends in participation inequality from his upcoming HEFCE report.

Darren Walker is based in the Planning and Statistics Department at the University of Greenwich. He has specific responsibility for the analysis, mapping and research for Widening Participation projects at the University

Martin Williams is based in the department of Professional and Community Education (PACE) at Goldsmiths College. In his role as 

Widening Participation Project Officer, Martin has been responsible for co-ordinating a number of widening participation initiatives including, the Higher Education Summer Schools programme and the Goldsmiths Study 

Support Project. 

From 2000 to 2003 Martin and Darren worked on the South East London Higher Education Participation Scheme (SELHEPS), a HEFCE funded special initiatives 
partnership project with Goldsmiths College, South Bank University and 
the University of Greenwich. 

A key strand of SELHEPS was to undertake research into UCAS applicants from the South East London sub-region. The research, which attempts to ascertain whether or not those applicants who received no offer of a place in higher education constitute a widening participation target group, resulted in a publication entitled 'Making the Grade?' This case study is then used to highlight some of the issues associated with using data to identify widening participation target groups more generally.


Paul Grainger, Vice Chair of FACE and the Principal of Widnes and Runcorn Sixth Form College, will chair the seminar. Previously he worked at South East Essex College and was working on a partnership between that college and the University of Essex for the development of a second campus in Southend. 

Paul has a strong interest in the development of higher education courses in further education colleges.  He is a member of the steering group for Partnership for Progression in Greater Merseyside.  He also chairs the RIBA/LSC forum which advises on design issues for post 16 building and accommodation strategies.
